MoU to establish a Partnership between 
the 

Medical Society (MedS)
and the 

Patient Organization (PatO)
March 2020
Background
The MedS is the global community of endocrine organisations worldwide. We represent a broad network of healthcare professionals integrating all areas of endocrinology and metabolism. MedS represents more than 75 members across the globe. MedS is dedicated to promoting optimised life-long health for people with endocrine disorders worldwide. One of its avenues to achieve these goals is to work in partnership with members and partners, to deliver the vision.
The Patient Organization (PatO) is a self-governed non-profit organization created in order to unite the international patient community to push for optimal treatment and care for all patients with pituitary and related conditions worldwide. The goal of the organization is to share information, work together and support all pituitary patients’ advocates all around the world.
MedS and PatO intend to develop a partnership to express their mutual commitment to the advancement of endocrinology worldwide, in particular to improve and ensure optimised healthcare of patients with pituitary conditions.
The expression of this partnership will be the establishment of the following activities: 

Congress

MedS will invite PatO to submit session and speaker proposals for its biennial MedS congresses. The PatO will likewise invite MedS to submit session and speaker proposals for its meeting(s). The final decision to include the sessions and speakers will remain with the Program Organising Committee of each congress- meeting.  

Education

Joint Education efforts will be made to promote standard trainings, guidelines and courses and curricula related to pituitary conditions. 

· MedS will promote the PatO education activities and resources in its Online Education Platform, with a dedicated space marking the MedS and PatO partnership in its Library section.

· Both entities will promote the other entity’s Online Education Platform on their websites.
· Joint online education sessions can be developed, such as Ask the Experts Webinars, e-learning courses or any other joint resources that may be relevant for both parties and joint grant submissions can be explored. 
Position Statements and Global advocacy
PatO will be invited to participate should MedS engage in campaigns and/or strategic alliances and statements engaging endocrine related disorders at global level.
Attendance of meetings

MedS will grant PatO the right to attend the General Assembly meetings as Observer, with no voting rights and will send its Members and Partner newsletter to PatO leadership every month. PatO will grant MedS the right to attend the General Assembly meetings as Observer, with no voting rights and will send its Members newsletter to ISE leadership every month. 

Communications
Both MedS and PatO will grant each other the right to promote their activities in their respective communication channels such as:
